FRANCE;
CITRUS / SOLIDARITES JEUNESSES EN MIDI-PYRENEES
Citrus is the regional delegation of Solidarites Jeunesses in in the region Midi-Pyrénées. It is a non-formal education organization working in the international voluntary field. We are settled in a rural area, called "Quercy-Rouergue" in the South West of France. The objective and mission of our organisation are the concrete building of Peace in the World, through intercultural projects, voluntary collective work, life-long learning actions, and local cooperation for adult inclusion and cultural activities. 

Our main activities are : 
- the organisation of international workcamps, 
- inclusion actions with adults meeting difficulties in finding a job, through a social permanent workcamp,
- restauring an old farm with traditional building techniques for our future international hosting center
- hosting adult international long-term volunteers, promoting volunteering through European Citizenship, participation in local life, helping volunteers to build personal projects with a link to social utility
- adult education and training actions, mostly about both eco-building and culture (music, dance, clown...)
- local entertaining, working together with a network of local associations and the participation of our adult long-term volunteers in local social structures such as children leisure centers, old people's home...

We also organize European and international projects around traditional music and dance : 
These projects are carried out through different activities :
- European Youth Exchanges on traditional music and dance, with learning, practice exchange and reflection workshops, playing concerts and teaching adults and children, with results such as booklets on cultural policies for traditional music, DVDs with music repertoire created, videos on dances and pedagogy....
- Local dance and music workshops in our rural territory, stressing on the local development, both for adult non-formal education and promoting active participation in the local cultural programmation which is very important but sometimes difficult in rural areas
- A big folk dance and music Festival, called "Ecofestibal", with dancing concerts, music and dance workshops, masterclasses, artcrafts market, other animations for both adults and children. This Festival takes place once every two years. Next edition will be in september 2011, included in this Grundtvig project with the participation of our international partners to hold music and dance workshops from their countries.


HUNGARY;
Nograd Folk Dance Group

The Nógrád Folk Dance Group was formed in1975. It’s members are high school pupils, youngsters and adults. It’s headquarters are in Salgótarján in Palóc region. The excellent group has won several awards for choreopraphy, music at festivals.
The part of the group are consists of adult people. There are dancing this group more than 20 years. Most of them are dancing every coreography. Furthermore adults are active dancers, but some of them are teaching too. They have important position in every events and performances.
The Folk Dance Found of Salgótaján wants to show and teach dances to young people and children. Older dancers have many functions in the dance group. They are well experienced about different type of dances and it helps for the younger people how to learn better the steps. In addition to this, very important to learn how to get dressed well.
The group aims to keep up the traditions of dancing and putting their individual feelings in these dances. Also our proups aim is to develop, to find new partners and show our culture to another countries.
The art director of the Nógrád Fok Dance Group is Mr. János Szabó, fokdance teacher. The art assistant is Mr. Norbert Paluch, folkdance teacher, “the young master of folk art". 

During the project the organisation is going to carry out required actions as partners:
participate in planning various project events and coordinating mobilities;
Ensure participation of staff and trainers in practical or methodological events organised by them or partners, involve interested learners in different mobilities and events;
Prepare necessary video, audio and scores for studies and give them in charge of partners as well as for publishing on the Internet, CD or other form.

POLAND;
Stowarzyszenie "Dom Tanca"

Established in 1994, Dom Tańca [Dance-House] brings together people fascinated by Polish folk music and dance in their traditional forms. Association's main aim is to encourage 'first hand' experience of folk culture -  learning to dance, sing or play an instrument, if possible directly from village masters.
Dom Tańca is organiser of dance parties, workshops, field research projects, seminars and exhibitions. They are directed partly at city dwellers of all ages, partly towards inhabitants of villages and small towns, often endangered by unemployment and poverty. We want to remind the local communities that in spite of economical problems they face they own strong cultural potential originating in tradition which can be fruitfully utilized in the modern times.
Every summer the association hosts 'Tabor' - a week-long festival in the countryside. Its participants have a chance to work on dancing and musical skills under surveillance of village artists; for the local society it is an interesting get-together and a possibility to gain a new perspective on its own tradition. The festival has been also "a meeting place of cultures", featuring folk and folk-inspired artists from other European countries -  Hungary, France, Byelorussia, Ukraine, Serbia and Italy.

Within the LTDM project Dom Tańca will:
- prepare a statement informing partners about traditional dance and music in Poland and the state of the organization's experience with this material;
- share its experiences in popularising and teaching of traditional arts within the modern society;
- manage the mobility of its employees and trainees, organizing seminars / workshops to teach Polish traditional dances and music during visits in the partnership countries;
- arrange a meeting of participating groups in Poland during the summer music and dance camp 'Tabor 2011';
- participate in the joint action planning, negotiating and documenting
